06, respectively] to prepare and submit their FY 2019 GAD Plan and Budget (GPB)
and FY 2017 GAD Accomplishment Report (GAD AR) to PCW. The Tarlac State
University - Gender and Development prepared and submitted their FY 2019 GAD
